The English-Speaking Union International Relations Conference

The ESU International Relations Conference will deal with a variety of issues relating to both International Relations and to Britain's international role in the world today.  The aim of the Conference is to give participants the opportunity to expand their knowledge of Britain and to widen their outlook on world issues.  It also offers a unique opportunity to make individual contacts with people from various professions, cultures and backgrounds.  In 2009 34 delegates attended the Conference and they represented a total of 28 countries. The majority of delegates were young professionals from the fields of trade and industry, law, journalism, teaching and the diplomatic service.

During the week five main topics will be covered: International Relations, British Institutions, British Culture and Education, the Developing World and International Trade and Industry.  Each session will take the form of a short lecture followed by a comprehensive discussion involving all delegates.  There will also be a visit to a performance of Shakespeare.


The conference is an annual event and has taken place annually for over 40 years.  The venue has traditionally been one of the colleges in Oxford and in 2010 it will be held in Mansfield College.

THE SCHOLARSHIP COVERS:

The scholarship covers the Conference Fee, round trip air ticket Santiago – London – Santiago and all costs while at Oriel College – lectures, receptions, visits accommodation and meals, but does not cover travel costs between London and Oxford.

REQUIREMENTS TO APPLY FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP

·    Age limits 23-35 
·    Young Chileans of all professions can take part, but usually those chosen are lawyers, journalists, teachers/university lecturers, political scientists, government representatives and professionals related to the areas of interest of the conference.

·    Participants must have a good command of English.

·    Applicants must complete the Application Form.

·     Applicants should give a written explanation in English (of about 150 words in length) of why they would like to attend this conference and how they feel it would benefit them or their country.

·     They should also attach their C.V. in English
·    Applications will be received until April 6th.
·     Applicants should be willing to cooperate as volunteers with the English-Speaking Union Chile for at least a year, if they are awarded the scholarship.
Shortlisted candidates will be invited to interviews on 19th or 20th April.
